Reorganization of the Board

Dr. Prazenica moved, seconded by Ms. Davies, that Ms. Toy-Gaydos be elected Temporary
President. Motion carried unanimously.

Ms. Toy-Gaydos asked for nominations for the following officers:

PRESIDENT: Ms. Davies nominated Mr. Lucovich. There being no other nominations, Mr. Huth
motioned to close the nominations, seconded by Mr. Gaiser. On a verbal vote, motion to close
nominations carried unanimously. On a verbal vote on the motion to elect Daniel P. Lucovich as
President, all members present voting in the affirmative, 7 yes, 2 absent, the motion carried.

FIRST VICE PRESIDENT: Dr. Prazenica nominated Ms. Toy-Gaydos, seconded by
Mr. Lucovich. There being no other nominations, Mr. Huth motioned to close the nominations,
seconded by Mr. Gaiser. On a verbal vote, motion to close nominations carried unanimously. On
a verbal vote on the motion to elect Barbara Toy-Gaydos as First Vice President, all members
present voting in the affirmative, 7 yes, 2 absent, the motion carried.

SECOND VICE PRESIDENT: Ms. Davies nominated Dr. Prazenica, seconded by Mr. Lucovich.
There being no other nominations, Mr. Huth motioned to close the nominations, seconded by
Mr. Gaiser. On a verbal vote, motion to close nominations carried unanimously. On a verbal vote
on the motion to elect Frank C. Prazenica, Jr., as Second Vice President, all members present
voting in the affirmative, 7 yes, 2 absent, the motion carried.

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LENAPE VO-TECH JOC REPRESENTATIVE: Mr. Gaiser moved, seconded by
Ms. Toy-Gaydos, to appoint Mr. Lucovich to serve as District representative on the Lenape
Vo-Tech Joint Operating Committee (JOC) for a 3-year term ending December, 2019. There
being no other nominations, Mr. Huth motioned to close the nominations, seconded by Mr. Gaiser.
Motion to elect Daniel P. Lucovich as Lenape Vo-Tech JOC Representative carried unanimously.

DISTRICT LEGISLATIVE REPRESENTATIVE: Mr. Lucovich moved, seconded by
Dr. Prazenica, to appoint Ms. Bollinger to serve as District legislative representative for 2017.
There being no other nominations, Mr. Huth motioned to close the nominations, seconded by
Mr. Gaiser. On a verbal vote, motion to close nominations carried unanimously. Motion to elect
Melanie Bollinger as District Legislative Representative carried unanimously.
